Vasil lvanov Kunchev, known as Vasil Levski,[1] was a Bulgarian
revolutionary and national hero. He is an ideologist and organizer of the
Bulgarian national revolution, founder of the Internal Revolutionary
Organization (IRO). He is also known as the Apostle of Freedom, because of
the organization and development of a revolutionary network for the liberation
of Bulgaria from Ottoman rule. He traveled the country and created private
revolutionary committees to prepare a general revolution.His dream is a pure
and holy republic in which all have equal rights, regardless of their nationality
and religion. From Constantinople on December 11, 1868, Levski began his
first tour of the Bulgarian lands, then still within the Ottoman Empire, where he
got acquainted with the conditions and possibilities for carrying out
revolutionary activities and preparing for an uprising. The tour has an
informative and promotional purpose. At the beginning of January of the
following year, 1869, he left the capital of the Ottoman Empire and headed for
Thrace and Northern Bulgaria. He passes through Plovdiv, Karlovo, Sopot,
Kazanlak, Sliven, Veliko Tarnovo, Lovech, Pleven and Nikopol. Everywhere
he talks to his trusted people and acquaintances to win them over to the case.
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
