Markos Botsaris (Souli Thesprotia, 1790 - Kefalovryso, Evrytania,
August 9, 1823) was a Greek commander of the Greek Revolution
of 1821 and captain of the Souliots. For his overall services and
great contribution to the struggle, he was posthumously awarded
the military rank of General. In the spring of 1822, Souli was
besieged by the Ottomans and Botsaris asked for help from the

chieftains of Central Greece. He took part in the campaign of



Mavrokordatus in Epirus, which after the success at Komboti (June
10, 1822), completely failed in the battles of Plaka (June 30 - July
1, 1822) and Peta (July 4, 1822), so in the following months the

Suli surrendered.
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
